December 8th Breakfast Meeting

Ron Shearer, Division 10 Lieutenant Governor, explained his duties and talked about the other clubs in Division 10, which includes Blairsville, Homer City, Punxsutawney, Westwood, East Hills, Ebensburg and Indiana. He visits each club four times a year, acts as their liaison with the state office, reports on their status and helps with any problems they have. 

December 15th Breakfast Meeting

Rhonda Nibert, Deputy Director for ICCAP, described ICCAP’s role in the community. Created in 1965, ICCAP was begun as a support group for low income families and has evolved in providing services for housing, transportation, energy related matters, employment and nineteen food banks. She thanked Kiwanis for its financial support for the Back to School program and the Kiwanis Baby cupboard which supplies diapers and baby food. 
December 22nd Breakfast Meeting

Robert Gordon, IUP professor and violinmaker spoke to the club. Starting at age 13, Gordon began learning the craft from his father. He also offers violin appraisals, rentals and repairs. It takes him 250 hours to make a violin without counting the time spent varnishing the instrument. Gordon said that the sound depends on the wood, angle of the neck, specific gravity, “secrets” of the maker and of course the mastery of the performer.  According to Gordon, all third graders in the Indiana Area School District must take lessons on the violin and it is his job to maintain all of the instruments. 
December 29th Breakfast Meeting
Attorney Jonathan Mack spoke about the renovation of the Mack Park pool.  The J.S. Mack Foundation was founded in 1935 and owns the pool, but the YMCA operates the pool.  The renovation will be completed in two phases:  the pool itself and the dressing room/concession area.  The new pool will include a children’s area, teen area, two new slides, lap area and area for competitive swim meets.  The cost will be over $1 million dollars and the Foundation is requesting donations to help cover the costs.
