Through laser imaging, it is possible to view the whole retina clearly and distinctly. This procedure makes putting drops in the eyes to view the retina obsolete. The second development is Z View Aberrometer, a custom lazik machine that makes the identification of eye problems caused by diabetes much easier; it can also be used for early detection of glaucoma.  

Lt. Governor Ronald Shearer reminded members that the Punxsutawney Kiwanis Club’s Pancake Day will be held on April 10. Mel O’Keefe talked about the Kiwanis bingo and informed members that additional changes will be taking place in the near future.
