Vincent introduced the Key Club concept to Kiwanians in the February 1925 issues of The Kiwanis Magazine. “The Key Club is a new type of service, which was instituted by the Sacramento Kiwanis club; and having proved its worth is being adopted by other California clubs. It is a junior service club composed of high school boys who are the ‘key’ boys of the school, banded together in the same spirit of service that band men of industry and the professions into groups called Kiwanis. The Kiwanis club maintains close supervision over the Key Club. Current membership in Key Club is open to high school boys and girls.
